Wonder in the Wild is an outdoor school with programs for preschool, homeschool, and school -aged 
children.  Our programs are 100% outdoors and focus on nature play and environmental education.  We 
are looking for a new home base where we can grow our programs for years to come. 
 
Requirements: 

● Access to the property and parking for ~15 cars/day 
● 3-5 weekdays/week, 8:30-4:30pm 
● Wooded area with an open forest floor and a clearing to set up our outdoor classroom.  
● Ample space to play and a variety of outdoor spaces to explore (any/all of the following: woods, 

fields, meadow, trails, water, etc.) 
● No hunting in the area while students and staff are on site 
● Space for storage or place to build a shed for teaching materials and outdoor gear.  A 12x12 space 

would be ideal, in addition to 4-5 outdoor deck boxes. 
● Place to establish a fire circle 
● Access to potable water for filling water coolers 
● Safe space, secured storage, and no public access to classroom site while we are using the area 

 
Preferred: 

● Trails to explore or ability to establish trails 
● Water access ideal, but not required 
● Indoor access in case of hazardous weather for up to 20 participants and 5 adults. Sheltering in 

staff cars is an option if no indoor space is available 
● Place to host larger outdoor public events with ~75-100 attendees, 4-5x year.  These usually 

occur on a weeknight like our S’mores & Stories event currently scheduled 3x a year on a 
Wednesday evening from 6-7:30pm.  Our Winter Festival & Lantern Walk is typically scheduled on 
a Saturday in December from 3-5pm with an attendance of 75-100 guests.

● Fully insured with a General Liability policy covering bodily injury and property damage to a 3 rd 
party.  Additionally, we have an Accident Policy that covers Excess Medical Benefits to program 
participants.
